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    Care home healthcare waste advice 
· Risk assess if the waste is infectious or non-infectious using: professional assessment, clinical signs and symptoms and any prior knowledge of the resident. 
· If sufficient information is not available, the waste should be disposed of via the infectious (orange bag) waste stream.  
· The waste streams discussed below should always be available in care homes
